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We believe that child-initiated play, paired  
with teacher support is the most important 
component of our program.  Play allows 
children to grow socially and emotionally.  
It is how children learn to negotiate, share, 
cooperate and respect the rights of others. 
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Our program encourages positive social 
behaviors such as cooperation, helpfulness, 
empathy, learning to take turns and problem 
solving through various forms of positive 
communication. 
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Beth Shir Sholom Early Childhood Center 
acknowledges and respects the diversity of our 
children while emphasizing Jewish values of 
family, community, caring, and tradition. On 
Friday’s the children, together with Rabbi Neil 
Comess-Daniels and Cantor Ken Cohen 
welcome Shabbat in our beautiful sanctuary.  
 
Through music, holiday celebrations and 
blessings, children gain pride in the richness of 
their Jewish heritage and history. 
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Beth Shir Sholom has been inspired by the Reggio 
Emilia Philosophy and has adopted this style of 
learning to fit our program and encompass Jewish 
values. By observing and listening to the needs and 
interests of the children, teachers become 
researchers with the child. This approach promotes 
dialogue, questions, and builds collaborative group 
work amongst the class. Children’s work is 
documented through written interpretations and 
photographs of the process.  The environment also 
plays a key role in the structure of each class and 
acts as teaching tool that encourages social 
interactions and relationships to develop.  
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Our program offers seven classes ranging from our 
Toddler class to our Gesher Kindergarten. The 
children’s activities are designed to be engaging 
while providing a balance of active and quiet play, 
group and independent activities. Built on respect 
for each individual, our program fosters both 
independence and interdependence by providing an 
atmosphere that promotes motor and cognitive 
development while establishing trusting 
relationships.
