Dear Friends,  

I�ve included in this Koleynu what is now 
an annual offering � prayers and blessings 
that can be said as we go through the sum-
mer months which may involve journeys to 
new places and meetings with new potential 
friends.  Traditional blessings, as I noted 
elsewhere in this Koleynu, usually try to 
capture positive emotions.  Importantly, Ju-
daism also has blessings to recognize and 
spiritually engage with difficult, traumatic 
moments. 

The prime example is the blessing (yes, a 
blessing!) that is recited when one is in-
formed of the death of a loved one.  The 
blessing is: Baruch Atah Adonai, Eloheynu 
Melech haOlam, Dayan ha emet.  Its tradi-
tional translation is:  �Blessed are You, Lord 
our G-d, King of the universe, the True 
Judge.�  As you know, I translate these 
things differently and, I hope, reflecting the 
Hebrew deeply.  Here�s my translation:  �We 
are in awe and in wonder before and within 
the Oneness-of-Being, aware that the core of 
this moment is truth.� 

This blessing, as for those that are said at 
times associated with more positive emo-
tions, engages the occasion and recognizes it 
for what it is.  Regarding death, the blessing 
(quite beautifully, I believe) frames our fo-
cus and steers us away from euphemisms, 
gently, compassionately and with severe 
honesty encouraging us to deal with death in 
a way that is both respectful to the one who 
died and constructive for us and our lives 
ahead.  Would that there were a series of 
blessings to prayerfully address the many 
quagmires in which we find ourselves in our 
local communities, our region, our state, our 
country and our world.  Perhaps this forth-
rightness of this traditional blessing can 
serve as a paradigm for blessings we might 
create for some of these challenges: 

For homelessness and poverty in our city: 
We are in awe and in wonder before and 

within the One-

appreciative that 
the shelter and 
sustenance experi-
enced by some is 
not shared by oth-
ers. 

For the chal-
lenges of our state 
economy:  We are 
in awe and in 
wonder before and within the Oneness-of-
Being, aware that a state�s budget must be 
not only balanced but also create economic 
justice for all citizens, doing so without tak-
ing resources from the education of our chil-
dren or support from those at risk. 

For war: We are in awe and in wonder be-
fore and within the Oneness-of-Being, 
knowing that war attains the kind of peace 
that can only be sustained by the readiness to 
defend it with more war � and this accom-
plishes nothing. 

Finally, for the BP oil spill, the human and 
animal deaths it has caused and will continue 
to cause for decades to come, for the death 
of the Gulf of Mexico as we have known it � 
we return to the paradigm with which we 
started We are in awe and in wonder before 
and within the Oneness-of-Being, aware that 
the core of this moment is truth. 

Rabbi Neil Comess-Daniels 
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As we write this 
�presidents�� column, 
we have not yet been 
officially elected as 
co-presidents, though 

we are willing to take on this impor-
tant role and will be humbled and 
thrilled to be entrusted with this obli-
gation by the congregation.  Stepping 
into this role, following the dedicated 
commitment of Linda Hoffman, seems 
impossible.  Linda led this congrega-
tion through some difficult changes 
that forced us to make cuts in temple 
staff, and she led us through this proc-
ess in a way that will allow us to con-
tinue to serve the members of the tem-
ple.  One of our roles as co-presidents  
is to ensure that we continue to meet 
the congregation�s needs in the years 
ahead.  That is where we need your 
help.   

As a small synagogue, Beth Shir 
Sholom has always relied upon the 
commitment of members as volunteers 
to contribute to and manage many of 
our temple activities, from organizing 
events throughout the year, helping 
coordinate maintenance and improve-
ments to the building, organizing so-
cial action, and outreach to existing 
and future members through our mem-
bership committee. This year volun-
teerism will be even more important as 
our reduced staffing levels forces us to 
rely on members more and more.    

If you are good at something, or 
want to learn how to be good at some-
thing, volunteer � it doesn�t need to 
take much of your time, it can be as 
simple as being at services once a 
month and greeting newcomers to 
make them feel welcome.  By greeting 
newcomers you not only contribute to 
the warm and caring place that is Beth 
Shir Sholom, but you help promote the 
temple to potential new members.  
New membership and participation is 
what keeps our temple vital and eco-
nomically sound.   If you have friends 
that you think might be interested in 
Beth Shir Sholom, invite them to ser-
vices, or a Tish.  Attend with them, 
and introduce them to your family 
here at Beth Shir Sholom.  Show them 

the kind of community 
that we have.  Even 
better, volunteer on the 
membership commit-
tee, and help us plan 
the activities to bring 
in future members. 

Over and over again we keep hearing 
the word �family� when we come to 
the temple.  It is clear that we are a 
family.  Let�s make sure we take care 
of each other.  We encourage you to 
step up in your area of interest and 
contribute to the wonderful things our 
committees do each and every year.

Even the small 
gestures are special; even if you have 
just one hour.  It all counts.   

There are so many great things are 
happening at Beth Shir Sholom.  The 
upgrade to the front entry of the build-
ing will be well underway by the time 
this reaches you.   This new front en-
trance will greet you with plenty of 
light and warmth.  The entrance is an 
important way to show you that you 
are valued as part of the Beth Shir 
Sholom Community.  Change can be 
exciting and a little scary too.  Having 
just served as the Facilities Committee 
Chair, Alicia has a strong connection 
to the needs of the building.  Once the 
project is underway, it will become 
apparent that this change to our well 
known steps and front door to a new, 
light filled space will be a positive 
one.  We can�t wait to see the smiling 
faces come through our new entrance.  
In the meantime, you�ll notice signs 
posted (or someone directing you) no-
tifying you of the entrance you should 
use while the front is being trans-
formed.

� Build a shelter against a rainy day. 
� Pray for guidance, and count and give thanks 

for your blessings every day. 
These are the same values we teach here at Beth

to set your child/children on the journey of life 
with the skills they need to be a good citizen in 
this game called life.  Another school year is be-
hind us and Summer Camp is about to begin.

Wooden 

I�ve been witnessing a speed of light time warp 
since my husband, Gene, and I became parents 34 
years ago.  The milestones pass like a blur and 
when I look back at the pictures, it seems like it 
was only yesterday.

In-
stead, it was about the simple things that had accu-
mulated that left the lasting impression of a rich 
full life.  It was about the importance of family as 
a support system and always being there with an 
ear, a shoulder or a lap.  It was about tzedaka and 
mitzvoth.    

  Take time to stop and smell the roses.  It�s a 
fragrance that will stay with you and your children 
forever. 

  And thank you, John Wooden, for always being 
a mensch.  May your memory be for a bless-
ing.

The Dice Man by George Cockcroft under the pen name 

Luke Rhinehart. Discussion will be led by Rob Gandel. 
    The Dice Man is a semi-comedic novel published in 1971 
by George Cockcroft under the pen name Luke Rhinehart. 
The book tells the story of a psychiatrist named Luke Rhi-
nehart who, feeling bored and unfulfilled in life, starts making 
decisions about what to do based on a roll of a dice. Along the 
way, there is sex, rape, murder, "dice parties", breakouts by 
psychiatric patients, and various corporate and governmental 
machines being put into a spin. There is also a description of 

the cult that starts to develop around the man, and the psycho-
logical research he initiates. 

Cockcroft wrote the book based on his own experiences of 
using dice to make decisions while studying psychology. The 
novel is noted for its subversivity, anti-psychiatry sentiments 
and for reflecting moods of the early 1970s. Due to its subver-
sive nature and chapters concerned with controversial issues 
such as rape, murder and sexual experimentation, it was 
banned in several countries.

In our tradition, prayer is a mitzvah, a commandment.  Let me try 
to disabuse us of classic notions of prayer, those that conjure desig-
nated words accompanied by designated rituals and postures in des-
ignated places.  Instead, I encourage us to perceive everything that 
we do or say as potential prayer.  If we act and speak with intent, 
with directedness, with passion that seeks to embrace a moment, an 
experience, an interaction with other people or creatures or the maj-
esty of creation � that is prayer.   

  In Hassidic tradition, the goal is to say one-hundred blessings 
each day!  Blessings are a special category of prayer.  They don�t, as 
is a common misunderstanding, give or bestow blessing to or upon 
anything.  Rather, these beautiful articulations recognize and take 
deeper notice of the normative and mundane, lifting them to levels of 
intensified appreciation.  One day this summer, in places new and 
familiar, with old friends and new, let us strive to say one-hundred 
blessings.  Here are some possibilities for articulating the moments 
for a vacation or a �stay�cation. 

For any new occasion, or the return of a seasonal or annual occa-
sion we say:  Baruch a-ta A-do-nai E-lo-hey-nu me-lech ha-o-lam 
she›he-che-ya-nu v�ki -ma-nu v�hi-gi-a-nu laz-man ha-zeh. 

We are in awe within the Holy-Oneness-of-Everything. The One-
ness forms our life. The Oneness sustains us with bounty. The One-
ness enables us to reach wonderful moments. 

When we see a unique manifestation of nature, you would say: 
Baruch a-ta A-do-nai E-lo-hey-nu me-lech ha-o-lam, o - seh ma�a-

seh v�rey-sheet. 
We are in awe within the Holy-Oneness-of-Creation: the Creation 

continues every day. 

When we see a rainbow say:  Baruch a-ta A-do-nai E-lo-hey-nu me
-lech ha-o-lam, zo›cheyr ha-b �rit, v�ne �e-man b �vri-to , v �ka-yam b 
’ma-a-ma-ro. 

We are in awe within the Holy-Oneness-of-Everything: This rain-
bow reminds us that to be within the Oneness is a covenant of word 
and deed. 

If we meet someone wise, a guide, a new friend, a helpful stranger, 
we might say:  Baruch a-ta A-do-nai E-lo-hey-nu me-lech ha-o-lam, 
she -na-tan mey-chawch-ma-to l’va-sar va-dam. 

We are in awe within the Holy-Oneness-of-Everything; the Wis-
dom-of-the-Oneness can be wonderfully revealed from those of flesh 
and blood. 

If we engage in some out of the ordinary, even daring, activities. If 
we are, at some point, in some physical danger, from which we are extri-
cated, and at some time later, we pass or speak about the place where 
this happened to you, not only do you point out the place to your 
companions and show your scars, you also say:  Baruch a-ta A-do-
nai E-lo-hey-nu me-lech ha-o-lam, she -a-sa li neys ba-ma-kom ha-
zeh. 

I am in awe within the Holy-Oneness-of-Everything and the possi-
bility for me to see the places and experiences as miraculous. 

For the opportunities we will take and make to do social justice 
along our way:Baruch a-ta A-do-nai E-lo-hey-nu me-lech ha-o-lam a
-sher kid-sha-nu b�mitz-vo-tav v�tzi-va-nu lir-dof tze-dek. 

We are in awe and wonder before and with the Holy-Oneness-of-
Everything.  From the Oneness we glean mandates for our living, 
one of which is to contribute to the world�s healing through the acts 
of justice.
